Stage 1 classes are 

now having a turn at using the WeDo resources during their library sessions. 

Early Stage 1 students are loving exploring challenges using the BeeBots and will also have a Young Engineers 

Incursion to look forward to later this term, further building on their technology skills. 

Our new 3-6 Tech Club students are busy trialling the Minecraft Education program with learning aligned to 

geography.

An updated LPS bike policy was sent home last week to students who currently ride to school. All students 

who ride or scooter to and from school are required to complete the bicycle agreement. The policy and 

agreement can be found on the school’s website. 

 

 

 

 

 

Choosing a suitable bicycle for your child 

Having a bicycle of the right size for the rider’s body plays a big part in safe cycling. A bicycle that is too big 

for your child is dangerous. Do not buy a bicycle or helmet that is too large for your child, with the intention 

that they will ‘grow into it’. 

To test for size, stand your child over the bicycle with both feet to the ground. For medium or lightweight 

bicycles, there should be at least 2cm between the child’s crotch and the crossbar. For BMX and mountain 

bikes, there should be at least 5cm between the child’s crotch and the bicycle crossbar. 

Make sure all controls all controls are within easy reach and comfortable to use, and that the seat can be 

adjusted. If you buy a second-hand bike, get it serviced properly.
