IMPORTANT COVID-19 UPDATE 

I would just like to remind all parents and 

carers of the updated COVID-19 advice from 

the Department of Education which was 

provided in Week 5 as it contains some very 

specific health and wellness guidelines. 

In accordance with advice from NSW Health, 

parents and carers are reminded NOT to send 

children to school if they are unwell, even if 

they have the mildest flu-like symptoms. 

Schools will make arrangements for students 

who present as unwell or have flu like 

symptoms to be sent home. 

If a student has been absent due to flu-like 

illness or develops flu like symptoms while at 

school, they are not to return to school until 

they have a negative COVID-19 test and are  

symptom free.

A screenshot of the result can be sent to the school’s email address or by using the contact form on the 

school website. Any student identified as being unwell with flu-like symptoms is encouraged to have an 

immediate COVID-19 test.  

All students who are absent for more than three school days are required to present a medical certificate 

upon return to school. 

 

We continue to be vigilant at school and continue to reinforce washing of hands, coughing into the elbow, 

adults keeping a distance of 1.5 metres, and remaining home if any sickness occurs. The Department 

continues to provide our school with additional cleaning each day.  

 

I seek your continued support in remaining physically distanced from one another and from staff and to avoid 

large congregations during school pick up and drop off times.

External Visitors to the School 

Whilst the number of external visitors to the school is currently being restricted, those visitors/volunteers 

who have permission to be on site, are required to complete a special form upon arrival. Also, when signing 

in, please ensure that you hand sanitise and sign in and out at the exact time of arrival and departure. Please 

do not complete the sign out when you arrive but at the time you are departing (i.e. do not estimate the time 

you will be leaving and pre-fill this in). The school requires records of exact time of arrival and departure, 

particularly if there is an evacuation or an emergency – not doing this prevents us from being able to account 

for all adults on site accurately. 
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Extra safety measures 

Furthermore, from tomorrow, Wednesday 2 September, any students who are late to school will need to be 

dropped at the front gate to the admin office with a note explaining their lateness. Students will then come 

into the front office where Ms Horscroft or Mrs Vanzanella will provide them with a late slip. 

Parents are encouraged to minimise any unnecessary visits to the office. Any parents wishing to drop off 

items for students should place them on the table provided just outside the front office doors after calling 

the school to indicate for whom and what the items are. Thank you for your continued cooperation and 

support.

Check-in Assessment  

Students in Year 3 will be participating in the Department of Educations ‘Check-in assessment’.  

What is the Check-in assessment?  

The Check-in assessment is an optional online reading and numeracy assessment for students in Years 3, 5 

and 9.   (Students in Year 5 have now completed the Check-in Assessment). 

The check-in assessments timetable is:  

• Year 3 students: Term 4 Week 1- Week 2. 

 

The Check-in assessment is designed to support existing school practices to identify how students are 

performing in literacy and numeracy and to help teachers tailor their teaching more specifically to student 

needs.  

The assessments are mapped to the NSW Syllabuses and National Literacy and Numeracy Learning 

Progressions.  

 

The assessment  

The Check-in assessment includes two online assessments for students:  

• reading assessment  

• numeracy assessment  

 

Each assessment consist of approximately 40 multiple choice questions.  

 

Students will be asked to bring headphones or earbuds that plug into a computer to enable them to hear 

audio during the assessment. Earbuds used for mobile phones or other portable devices may be suitable for 

use during the assessment. The type of computer connection needed is a jack or USB.  
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If you have any questions please contact the school and ask to speak to Mrs Bartley or Mrs Harris who are 

coordinating the Check In Assessments. 

 

Punctuality  

A reminder that school starts at 8:50am and not 9am. As previously indicated, we are now closing the school 

gates at 8:50am each morning as part of our current drop off procedures. Students who arrive after 8:50am 

need to be provided with a note from their parent/carer explaining their lateness.  Only students are allowed 

to enter the office to receive their late slip which is then handed to their class teacher. Traffic around the 

school is especially busy from 8:40am - 8:50am so allow extra time especially on wet days. At the moment, 

we are witnessing an extremely high number of late arrivals and ask that you try to be more punctual in the 

mornings. Lateness to class, even if it is only a few minutes, often results in students missing the introductory 

part of the morning lesson. Habitual lateness is also something that gets monitored by the school in 

conjunction with the Home School Liaison Officer. 

 

Leave  

Please avoid, where possible, scheduling appointments during the school day and taking extended leave 

during the school term to minimise the disruption to your child’s learning.

With the current COVID guidelines, group brass or wind instruments cannot take place. However, our band 

coordinator, Mr Nicholls, has organised a timetable of individual lessons which will run over a fortnight, 

commencing this Friday. Students involved will receive further communication from Mr Nicholls regarding 

this.

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Kids in the Kitchen  

Cheesy Lamb Baked Potato  

 
 
Ingredients:  
 

¶ 2 tbsp olive oil  

¶ 1 onion, finely chopped 

¶ 1 crushed garlic clove 

¶ 1 carrot, finely diced 

¶ 1 celery stick 

¶ 450g minced lamb  

¶ 2 tbsp sun-dried tomato paste 

¶ 1 tbsp Worcestershire sauce 

¶ 300ml beef stock 

¶ 2 tsp cornflour 

¶ 2 tsp water 

¶ Baked potato with grated cheddar, to 
serve 

 
  
Method: 

1. Heat olive oil in a large pan, sauté onion, garlic, diced carrot and celery stick for 6-8 minutes. 
2. Stir in the minced lamb and cook for 3-4 minutes until browned, then add the sun-dried tomato paste 

and Worcestershire sauce. Stir in the beef stock and cover and simmer for 35-40 minutes until very 
tender.  

3. Mix the cornflour with cold water to a paste, stir in and cook for 1 minute. Serve over baked potatoes 
and top with grated cheddar.
